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             Growth Group Discussion Guide

Go to concorddallas.org to join a small group and learn more.
· Read Matt 26:14-16, 20-25. There were many ‘crosses’ before the CROSS which intensified Jesus’ suffering. When Jesus met the disciples 
for the Last Supper, Judas had already betrayed Him. Express your thoughts on how Jesus must have felt by the betrayal of one in His inner circle. What are the general expectations for those who make up the ‘inner circle’? Explain why it is easier for those close to you to betray you and tell why it hurts more. List some specific ways by which believers betray Jesus every day. How do you think Jesus feels when we betray Him? How does the world regard believers when we betray our Lord? Though He knew what Judas had already done, at the gathering how did Jesus initially respond to him? What does Jesus teach us by His response to Judas? Why was Judas’ question in v25 a source of additional pain for Jesus? In what way are you guilty of perpetrating with your Lord? What do you plan to do about it?

· Read Matt 26:36-45. Despite all Jesus had told them, why do you think the disciples showed a lack of concern for Jesus’ anguish? Share what
 it must feel like to have to face troubling times alone. Explain how believers should respond to those they love when they are beset by trouble. Discuss 
what is most helpful to you when you are facing a Gethsemane. What does your response to others during troubling times say about your love for the Lord? 

· Read Matt 26:48-50, 56B. Why is Judas’ response to Jesus in v49
the most unkind gesture of all? In view of Judas’ actions, discuss why Jesus’ attitude toward him is almost inconceivable. How do you react to those who have injured you? What would it take for you to rise to a higher level in this area? 

· Read Matthew 26:33-34, 69-75. What do you know about Peter’s impulsiveness? Explain how Peter’s actions in these passages fit his character? What does your character say about your loyalty to God? Since Jesus had foretold this event, why do you think Peter was not better prepared to resist 
the temptation? What specifically do you learn from Peter to help you in the area of temptation? Explain how we can deny our Lord without verbalizing the denial.

· Read Mark 15:16-20. What do you think was the worst aspect of the brutality inflicted upon Jesus? Explain why you think Jesus’ suffering had to 
be so severe. As a result of revisiting these scriptures which reflect betrayal, denial, and desertion with the cross just hours away, how is your appreciation for Jesus’ sacrifice impacted? 
· Taking It Home: How Will I Apply It:  There is always room for improvement. In addition to what you are already doing, make a list of 10 things you are going to begin doing to honor Jesus for paying the price for 
your sins.
