Top Ten Reasons We Don’t Study the Bible, Part II
Review 
#1. Reason: I don’t have time or I’m too busy. 

Response: It is not a question of time but priority and significance. 

#2. Reason: I don’t understand it and it’s confusing.

Response: We need a process for study.  

#3. Reason: I don’t understand why we have so many versions.

Response:  We should select a version that works best for our studies.

#4. Reason: I don’t know where to start.

Response:  Utilize a Bible reading plan.  

Three Steps to Bible Study

1. Observation – What do I see? 

2. Interpretation – What does it mean? 

3. Application – How does it work?  (Finances, Relationships, Faith, Work, Family, Man, Woman, Marriage, Parent)
SOAP

Scripture – Select a scripture.
Observation – Make observations about that scripture.
Application – Apply that scripture to your life.  
Prayer – Pray based on what you read.
