1. I seek
· I must search for your word so I won’t stagger by my word.

· Without His Word, I will wander into trouble.  
2. I hide
· Hiding is to store up or keep safe.  It is to conceal something in order to protect it. 

· G. Campbell Morgan summarizes this verse as “The best book, in the best place, for the best purpose.”  
3. I recount
· One of the best ways to honor the Word is to teach it, tell it, and instruct it.   (Ps 78:4; Ps 9:1,14)

· We are to seek to make the Scriptures our own in life.  (Deut 17:18-20; Josh 1:8)

· What is your life verse? 

4. I rejoice
· My joy in life should be connected to the joy found in his word.
5. I meditate
· Meditation is recalling what we have committed to memory and turning it over and over in our minds.  
· It is to reflect or consider what has been written…
6. I delight
· Delight is to have a settled pleasure.  
· I am to be determined to study and not allow God to be crowded out.
